He and Enie loved to dance 
and follow their son Rick's band. Laverne also enjoyed breeding and 
raising Chinese pugs and German Shepherds. He loved all animals. 
He referred to his cow/calf herd as "the old girls". Laverne died Octo­
ber 19, 2014, at his home in Woodbine at the age of 86 years, eight 
months and nine days.
