 Mary Ann Anderson, daughter of John and Mary Alderson Beck, was born in East 
Palestine, Ohio, February 23, 1877, and died suddenly at her home in Norwalk, Iowa, March 30, 
1944, at the age of 67 years, 1 month and 7 days. 
 She came with her parents from Ohio to Iowa when she was just a child, living with them 
until August 19, 1903 when she was married to Adam Gordon Anderson.  Their home life on the 
farm was happy and successful.  To this union one daughter was born, Mary Margaret, who 
made her home with her mother. 
 Her husband preceded her in death December 27, 1942. 
 Mrs. Anderson was the last of a family of nine to pass into the life eternal.  She is 
survived by her daughter and a number of relatives and friends. 
 Mrs. Anderson was a good neighbor and friend to all.  She filled her place well in her 
home as a faithful wife and mother in loyalty and devotion to every call of duty. 
 She will ever be remembered especially in the home by what she has done. 
 The funeral service was conducted in the Galloway Funeral Home, Norwalk, by the Rev. 
Dr. A. N. Simpson.  Interment was in the Orillia cemetery. 
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
