Death Claims Thomas Clark Late Yesterday 
  
 Thomas Edward Clark 72, a conductor on the Great Western railroad in Cedar Falls for 
about 45 years, died at the home of John Bastendorf, 134 Maple St., Waterloo, last night. 
 Mr. Clark was born in Edinburgh, Scotland, May 12, 1866 and came to this country as a 
young man.  He had been married but his wife died more than a year ago.  He lived at 916 State 
Street while residing in Cedar Falls. 
 He had been sick at the Bastendorf home for about four months. 



 He is survived by a son, Harry Edward Clark, Route #6, Des Moines. 
 The funeral will be at 2 p.m. Saturday from the Galloway Funeral Home in Norwalk, 
Iowa.  The body was removed to the Dahl Funeral home in Cedar Falls after the death.
