 Mrs. Henry Tasket, a pioneer resident of PolkCounty, died at the home of her son, 
Charles H. Taskett, eight and one half miles southwest of Des Moines, Thursday.  She was 78 
years old and came to PolkCounty in 1865.  Besides her son, with whom she made her home, 
three sisters, Mrs. Julia Webb, Mrs. Hattie Simons and Mrs. Ella Graham, survive.  The funeral 
services were held this afternoon.

 Mrs. Henry Taskett, 78 years old, died Thursday at the home of her son, Charles H. 
Taskett, eight and one half miles southwest of Des Moines.  Mrs. Taskett came to PolkCounty in 
1865 with her husband, who died ten years ago.  Besides her son with whom she made her home 
she is survived by three daughters, Mrs. Julia Webb of Mt. Vernon, N.Y., Mrs. Hattie Simons of 
Ida Grove, IA., and Mrs. Ella Graham of Spencer, IA.  Funeral services will be held this 
afternoon at 2 o’clock at the Orillia Church. 
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
